  I spoke with a person once that had visited the Carlsbad Caverns in New Mexico. They 
said that the caverns were an incredible natural wonder but what stood out the most to 
this person was while deep in the earth the tour guide turned all the lights off. I was told 
the darkness was so thick you could actually feel it. As the tourists began to panic the
tour guide struck a single match that lit up the entire cavern. Due to the thick darkness the 
match was a powerful light source that illuminated the entire cave.

The darkness can feel so thick that our emotions and nerves 
are frayed that we become fearful, but the Psalmist David reminds us that the Lord is our 
lighté  ñThe LORD is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? The LORD is the 
strength of my life; of whom shall I be afraid?ò Psalms 27:1. If the Lord is our light what 
should we be afraid of? Nothing! There is a new version of the Bible called ñThe Word 
on the Streetò. Look how it interprets Psalms 27:1, ñYou turn the lights on, you liberate, 
you captivate, you fortify. Donôt know about anxiety, when the light is on; You fortify me. 
Donôt know about anxiety. Godôs a street light in a dark alley on the wrong side of town. 
Heôs my bodyguard ï so whoôs about to mug me? Heôs my protection ï whatôs about to 
worry me? Donôt know about anxiety, since youôve been aroundò. We have no control 
over the world situations but we do know someone who does. Psalm 27:3 says, ñThough
an army may encamp against me, my heart shall not fear; though war may rise against 
me, in this I will be confidentò.  In what? Confidence in the Lord! The Psalmist David 
was sold out to God. David did not want to put his confidence in anything else because he 
knew it would be futile.  Though the dark world is up in our faces letôs direct our 
attention to the light and trust in Him. 
  The Psalmist David finishes Psalms 27 with these encouraging instructions, ñWait on
the LORD; be of good courage, and He shall strengthen your heart; Wait, I say, on the 
LORD!ò Psalms 27:14. 
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
