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  You will never believe what I did this past week? I still canôt believe it myself. My 18
year old son Ishmael convinced me to jump from an airplane with him. To say the least it 
was an experience to fall 13,000 ft at 120 mph. The first question people ask me when I 
tell them of my experience is ñwere you scared?ò I was anxious, nervous and excited but 
I was not scared. The reason why I was not scared was because I put all my faith in the 
professional parachute guy I was strapped too. This was my logic ñI know professional 
parachute guy is planning to go home today ergo my son and I am going home.ò Simple 
as that! 
  Have you realized that God wants us to have this kind of faith with Him? God wants us 
to put all our eggs in His basket and forge ahead in life even though we canôt see what is 
coming or going. ñNow faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things 
not seenò. Hebrews 11:1. The word substance means the foundation, assurance, title-deed,
and guarantee of things hoped for. Our faith in God literally guarantees what we hope in. 
The problem is we have to strap everything onto God. Our hopes, dreams, fears, 
relationships, children, career, futureé  and on and on I can go. The great Theologian 
Matthew Henry said this about faith; ñFaith and hope go together; and the same things 
that are the object of our hope are the object of our faithò. ñIf [faith] is a firm persuasion 
and expectation that God will perform all that He has promised to us in Christ; and this
persuasion is so strong that it gives the soulépossessioné of those thingsò. If we put 
100% of our faith in God concerning our life, the natural tendency of our soul is to expect 
God to come through even though we donôt possess it yet. Our expectation is the 
evidence of things not seen. Anyone can believe in God but to trust Him with everything 
is a different matter. ñTrust in the LORD with all your heart, and lean not on your own 
understanding; in all your ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct your pathsò. 
Proverbs 3:5-6. The operative word is ñallò. It takes courage to trust God with ñallò. Our 
complete devotion to the Lord is not in vain. Do you trust Him? So go ahead! I dare you 
to jump!
